How are you doing “loving someone lonely through the winter?” (See Jan. D.S. Column)

I'm in the midst of reading a book devotionally by John Donnerberg. | was particularly chal-
lenged by his chapter entitled, A Declaration of War. The following is a compressed version.

“Christ came to destroy the works of the devil (1 John 3:18). Christ came to engage the
enemy and take back what had been stolen (John 10:10). Christ came to reclaim fallen human-
ity, to redeem us from the pit of sin and death, to reconcile us to the Father, and restore the holi-
ness and righteousness of God to the human heart (Eph. 4:24).

The great pronouncement in Luke 4 is a declaration of war. Jesus would confront the pow-
ers of darkness in all arenas of life. He would engage the enemy on every battlefield. Every
stronghold of oppression would be confronted. Every bastion of possession would be invaded.
Every prison of despair and hopelessness would be broken open.

On Calvary, it was finished. All the forces of darkness were exposed and overcome
through the wonderful cross (Col. 2:15)....'It is finished’ was the declaration of victory....Today
the battle rages, but where faith takes hold, the victory is sure. There is no prison too strong, no
darkness too deep, no oppression too intense....Let the church rise and shake the gates of hell!”

Wow! That inspires me, and | hope it does the same for you. Obviously, Rev. Donnerberg
is talking about spiritual battles (Eph. 6), NOT some militant political uprising to change our world
by human force. Christ's method to change the world was transforming hearts and souls from
the inside-out. When enough hearts are changed, the world will be changed along with them.

The time has come! “Let the church rise and shake the gates of hell!”
