A Message from the D.S.

In my June annual report to the district assembly and in my August newsletter column, | suggested
that local churches are the real C.0.R.E. of ministry, and the C.O.R.E. is reflected in the following ways:
C-onnecting, O-utreach, R-esponsibility, and E-ngaging God. Over the last two months, C-onnecting & O-
utreach were the themes. Connecting with each other and with God are the two basic elements to retain
the people that have ALREADY come through our doors. Outreach is our attempt to connect with people
that have NOT YET come through our doors as well as those that are not yet connected. That brings us
now to our R-esponsibility.

Jesus told His disciples to “Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything | have commanded
you” (Matthew 28:19-20a). In other words, don't just connect inside and/or outside the church, but make
a lifetime investment in (and take responsibility for) the personal and spiritual lives of others. We call that
love! Along with the joy it brings, it requires a lifetime of great sacrifice and inconvenience. Having a
child is more than just a conception, decorating a nursery, and a new birth. It's a lifetime investment of
love, joy and responsible inconvenience between their birth and adulthood. In any given church, adjust-
ing worship styles, maintaining buildings and running programs are NEVER a substitute for a lifetime
investment of love, joy and responsible inconvenience between the new birth and spiritual maturity of
others. That, by the way, is the call of the Church! Not just the pastor’s calling. Not just the church lead-
ers’ and Sunday School teachers’ calling. It's OUR calling, because WE are the Church! The R-
esponsibility to love others to spiritual maturity belongs to all of us. It requires no spegcial training. Just
love!

| am an advocate of the “Church Growth Movement” that started emerging 30 to 40 years ago. The
unfortunate and unintentional consequence of that Movement is that it created a large number of spiritual
spectators that move from church to church, and it dropped the ball of “making disciples.” BEING “The
Church’ is more than dropping-into “a church” once a week to worship, deposit a tithe, and expect that
others will meet our needs. BEING The Church is a lifetime investment of love, joy and responsible in-
convenience in the personal and spiritual lives of others. Our R-esponsibility is to make Christlike disci-
ples among the nations. We locally connect, evangelize, baptize, teach, pray, love, serve, mature, care,
assimilate, etc., while at the same time we give and go to the very ends of the earth. Some may call that,
“responsible inconvenience.” I'djust call it love!
