A Message from the D.S.

In my June annual report to the district assembly and in my August newsletter column, | suggested that
local churches are the real C.O.R.E. of ministry, and the C.O.R.E. is reflected in the following vision: C-
onnecting, O-utreach, R-esponsibility, and E-ngaging God. Last month, the basic need for people to feel
“connected” was discussed. Connecting with each other and with God are the two basic elements to retain the
people that have ALREADY come through our doors. Outreach is our attempt to connect with people that
have NOT YET come through our doors as well as those that are not yet connected.

Mention the words “outreach” and/or “evangelism”, and those that don’t feel particularly gifted in
personally sharing the Gospel with others tend to break outin a cold sweat. I'm using the term “outreach” in a
much broader sense than evangelism alone. Outreach really means anything and everything we do to “reach
out and make contact points for ministry to others.” The following are a few examples.

¢ The responsibility to “reach out” to new people at our churches is ALL ours, not theirs. THEY are the
special guests, not us. [f first time guests don’t feel a connection with us from the start, they probably
won't return.  So the obvious question is, “What are we doing to make new people feel at ease and
want to come back?” That includes proper follow-up and contact to let them know we want them to be
a permanent part of our fellowship and to feel connected. By the way, this must be more than lip-
service. The care and concern must be real, because anything fake will be spotted from a mile away.

¢ Add and minister to people on the Sunday School Responsibility List. EVERYONE that isn’t attending
elsewhere, belongs on OUR list (including new people)! It's the responsibility of ALL of us to reach out
and minister to them and each other, not just the responsibility of the pastor and Sunday School
teacher. So the obvious question is, “How can we minister to everyone and not let anyone fall through
the cracks?” Remember, the names on those lists represent eternal souls, not just names or numbers!

o Start new extended ministries (New Sunday School classes, House churches, NewStarts, New Preach-
ing Points, Small Groups, Recovery groups, Dare to Care, Divorce Care, Grief Care, Christian block
parties, etc.). Anything and everything can be a fresh contact point for ministry. So the obvious ques-
tion is, “Are we starting any new ministries and finding new ways to make contacts for ministry to, and
with, others?”

So, where do we start? We simply look around, and then start “reaching out and making contact points
for ministry to others.” It takes every-body to be The-Body of Christ in our community and world. Reach out
and touch somebody! After all, that's what Jesus would do!

During the SDMI General Convention in Orlando, 1
had the privilege of attending the workshop entitled
Strategies for Revitalizing Sunday School presented
by Mark Maddix. He first addressed the challenges that
churches make in revitalizing their Sunday School.

¢ Culture predominately non-Christian
Culture predominately Biblical Illiterate
Decline in Christian nurture in the home
Decline in Sunday School attendance

The following strategies were presented for addressing
these challenges:
o Cultivate the relationship with Sunday School
and congregational life. (Sunday School is not
a program but an integral part of praise and
worship.)
¢ Connect scripture to personal experience and
daily living.
¢ Build the community of grace that accepts all
people, bears one another’s burdens, and
shares the victory of faith.
¢ Design the Sunday School so that love, learn-
ing, and service is incorporated into all classes
and small groups.
¢ Create a context for assimilation and affirma-
tion.
¢ Establish a plan to develop and recruit new
leaders.
¢ Pray and seck the work of the Holy Spirit.
